How we prioritise leaks 

We must prioritise where
our crews go to make the
best use of our resources
and focus on fixing the
biggest leaks that have
the most impact on water
supply. Many of which are
underground and not
easy to spot.

 The leaks that meet the
criteria for 'urgent
priority' leaks jump to the
top of the list and are
dealt with first. This
means that small 'low
priority' leaks such as a
leaking toby will be
deferred for attention
later, when resources
allow.
